Program Guidelines
The Science & Engineering Research Center (SERC) will award research grants for the 2024 – 2025 academic year to College of Science and Engineering (CSE) undergraduate students engaged in research with faculty in the CSE. 

Student Eligibility Requirements
· Student must have junior or senior standing with an anticipated graduation in May 2025, or later. Student must have a minimum GPA of 3.0in Mathematics and Science courses at TCU.
· If the student applicant had a previous project funded by a SERC grant, they must have presented the results of that project at a College of Science & Engineering Student Research Symposium (SRS).

Grant Awards
· Grant awards will range from $500-$1,500. 
· The grant period for Fall 2024 applicants will begin on December 1st, 2024, and expires April 30th, 2025.
· Grant recipients are required to present a poster during a College of Science and Engineering Student Research Symposium (SRS), during or in the year immediately following the grant period.
